Salaries cut for Dutch bank's executives

Finance Minister Wouter Bos has written to MPs telling
them that salaries for executives at the Dutch bank ABN
Amro are being reduced by 65 percent.

The reduction will be retrospective affecting earnings from
1 January 2009. The fixed salary of a top ABN executive
will be €600,000 with possible bonuses to a max of €1M.

Mr Bos says the new rules will prevent the wrong sort of
incentives. Bonuses will be linked to clear, measurable
criteria, with the accent on longterm goals. He says the
bank will still be able to attract and keep top managers
with its new salary structure.

South Holland CO2 storage to go ahead
Dutch MPs have given the goahead for a trial
in which CO2 will be stored in empty gas fields
beneath Barendrecht near Rotterdam in the
province of South Holland.

Many local residents and politicians have come
out against the trial which will be operated by
Shell. They are worried about environmental
issues and complain that house prices will
drop as a result of the experiment.

MPs have insisted on safeguards including the
setting up of a compensation fund for
residents. Economic Affairs Minister Maria van
der Hoeven welcomed parliament's decision
which she described as being important for
the whole country.

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The first decade:

How internet changed the way we live

At the turn of the millennium, two young Dutch
internet entrepreneurs were running a small website
aimed at the business community on the net. Ten years
on, “community” has become the internet buzz word of
the decade.

Those two businessmen, Raymond Spanjar and Floris
Rost van Tonningen, have built a successful company
with their hugely popular social networking site
Hyves.nl. “But this is only the beginning”, says Spanjar.

“We used the network structure for other means as
well, like messaging and photo sharing, and that proved
to be very successful”. Later, other features were
added to the network, such as blogging, a market place
for services and products and creating communities for
people with shared interests.

“The main purpose of our site is that you can stay in
touch with people you know”, says Raymond. “Our
research has proven that people who are very active on
Hyves have a better relationship with their friends and
see them more often, not only online but also offline”.

Social networking sites have became hugely popular,
with tens of millions of people worldwide signing up for
Facebook, MySpace, Friendster or Hyves. In the
Netherlands, over 9 million people - more than half of
the population - use Hyves.

“People have opened up on the net. The identity of
people used to be very difficult to trace. Everybody
knows the stories of people chatting with a 20-year old
girl who in the end turns out to be a 60-year old guy. In
social networking, most people use their own identity.
Now it’s possible to establish someone’s real identity
and to make real contact”.

In contrast, Queen Beatrix said in this year’s Christmas
message that virtual communication “divided people
rather than bringing them closer together”. This led to
angry reactions from the internet community, including
Spanjar. He offered the Queen an account of her own so
she can enjoy Hyves herself.

But what about the next decade? What will the internet
- or social networks - look like by 2019? Spanjar doesn’t
own a crystal ball, but his prediction is clear: “In ten
years time, when we look back, we’ll realise that,
really, the impact of social networks was still relatively
very small compared to the impact it will have by then.
Mobile technology will change the use of internet
dramatically. It will provide a virtual layer onto our
physical reality that will be something completely
different compared to today’s computer-based
internet”.

“We’ll see a merger of the real world and the virtual
world, really. What we know now is only the
beginning”.

With 9,593,352 members, it looks like Raymond Spanjar

and Floris Rost van Tonningen will be able to live their

21st century internet dreams for quite some time.

Supermarket giant spoils oliebollen sales with
pigeon food.

Albert Heijn is spoiling the market for oliebollen with poor
quality and crazy pricing: €1 for 10 oliebollen. This is the
opinion of the bakers of the North, including Wilfred and Petra
Haafs in Haren and Floor Plaizier in Heegeveen.

The opinion of the bakers after tasting the AH product is critical.
Plaizier, “A dry doughball, | need to rinse my mouth”. Wilfred
Haafs, the best oliebollen maker of the North according to the
Algemeen Dagblad [exclaims] “pigeon food”.

Haafs is saddened that AH is promoting in a market of bakers
and small oliebollen vendors who have the chance just once a
year to make a little cash. Petra Haafs “We’re not bothered,
but you can see that supermarkets are trying to break
everything”. Plaizier “This product will lead to a levelling of
tastes. People think they are eating an oliebol, but this is not
so. This is not what an oliebol tastes like. It is frozen stuff.

“These oliebollen are indeed frozen,” said the spokesperson for
AH, Els van Dijk,”but they passed our in-house testing with
flying colours. We have 160,000 bags for sale. A bit of fun.
Last year €2, this year €1. They are the same oliebollen”. Are
they frozen twice ? “l don’t think so. Our clents are critical.
We have had no complaints. And with the internet, you get
those real quick”.

Dutch celebrate New Year with tradition
New Year was celebrated in the Netherlands with
the traditional fireworks, champagne and doughnut-
like ‘oliebollen’.

In total people spent around €68 million on
fireworks. That is €3million more than last year.

In the last six months Dutch police have confiscated
240,000 kg of illegal fireworks, which is more than
last year.

Many cities held organised parties. In the capital
Amsterdam, 40,000 people gathered on the Museum
Square. Usually Amsterdammers see the New Year in
on Dam Square, but as there is only room for 30,000
people the mayor decided to change the location.

The number of incidents during the celebrations
does not appear to be any different to other years so
far. Dozens of people were arrested in the four main
cities for vandalism and other offences.

In The Hague there were a number of fires. In
Utrecht several cars were set alight. Initial reports
from Amsterdam are that the city was calm. Extra
precautions had been taken in Rotterdam following
the riots in Hook of Holland last summer.

The New Year’s Eve lottery in the Netherlands has
been won by someone in the southern Province of
Zeeland. The winner is €27,500,000 richer today.
And the €10,600,000 jackpot went to a ticket holder
in the Province of Brabant.

Canada tops expat lifestyle ranking

The global survey by HSBC Bank International showed that
expats enjoy an overall better quality of life once they move
away from their country of origin.

Expats in Canada noted particularly that it was among the
easiest places in the world to integrate with the local
population while those in Australia and Thailand found the
quality of life in their adopted country significantly better to
that experienced in their home countries.

At the other end of the scale, the UK was one of the lowest
ranking countries for quality of life.

The survey, part of the bank’s Expat Explorer series which has
surveyed over 3,100 expats from more than 50 countries,
looked at expats’ lifestyle experiences while they live and
work abroad. Factors considered included ease of organising
finances, ease of finding accommodation, ability to make
friends and integrate with the local community.

The report revealed that countries in emerging markets
tended to score poorly, with Russia and India propping up the
bottom of the league table which gave insights into expats’
priorities, particularly when financial gain is taken out of the
equation.

In locations where salaries may not be as high, such as
Canada and Australia, expats are really enjoying not only an
increased quality of life but are also finding it easy to fit in to
their new communities.

Overall, expats reported that the biggest increases in quality
of life were in the categories of accommodation and the
commute into work—nearly half of expats noted
improvements in these areas. The biggest reductions in
quality were in the standard of available entertainment and
social life, where around a third of expats noticed a decline
in each area.

Fly or Pay
The European Court has made a ruling against all airlines
serving European ports. It found that airlines were
abusing the goodwill of passengers. People were happy
to assume that delays were due to maintenance issues
with planes. Passengers were happy to wait and fly in a
‘safe’ plane.
Airlines were exploiting this fact and making alternate
decisions about their aircraft. With the aim of
maximising profits, flights were often postponed until
more seats were sold, or planes were leased to other
carriers.
In fact, delays often occurred because there was no
plane available.
The Court has ruled that for flight delays of 3 hours or
longer, airlines must refund fares up to a maximum of
€600. The decision is retrospective to 2005.

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Dutch minister wants immigrants to integrate

better

The Hague - Dutch Integration Minister Eberhard van
der Laan has launched a fresh demand to increase the
demands made on immigrants in a letter addressed to
the lower house in The Hague.

In his letter, the minister said immigrants should have
the desire to participate in society and speak the
language. They are also morally obliged to adapt as
they have opted to stay in the Netherlands.

This includes participating in integration courses, which
immigrants should see as a welcome gift from the Dutch
society.

Van der Laan told parliament he would like to say to
immigrants: "If you're coming over here, it's up to you
to make your future into a success.”

The integration minister said there is also a limit of
immigrants that the Dutch society can support.

Throughout his letter, Van der Laan avoided the
commonly used terminology of "native” and "non-native”
citizens. Instead, he referred the non-native Dutch as
"new Netherlanders".

According to the minister, the common used
terminology emphasises someone's origins, while "new
Netherlanders" better expresses that people belong
here.

Recent figures quoted by the minister show that
immigrant integration in society is slowly improving.
Over the past 10 years, the number of people of
employed immigrant has increased by 10 percent while
the number of non-native or "new-Dutch” entrepreneurs

has risen by 40 percent.

Paper spotlights poor schools' performance
The Netherlands - In its annual education supplement,
the Trouw newspaper says 25% of all mid-level
vocational (VMBO) schools in the Netherlands are
performing badly.

The paper reports that many students are graduating
with inflated grades, even though many of them score
unsatisfactorily in the national core subjects of Dutch,
English and Maths.

The students graduate, says the paper, because the
schools hand out high marks for the other part of the
final grade: the individual school tests. This
camouflages their poor performance in other areas.

The paper says secondary schools - HAVO and VWO
schools - perform much better.

The Schools Inspectorate has reacted calmly to the
Trouw’s report because, it says, the paper looked
mainly at the results of the national exams.

The Inspectorate says the quality of a school depends
on more than that one factor.

Spain leads world in organ donations

The system, depicted in the Oscar-winning movie "All
About My Mother” by Spanish director Pedro
Almodovar, identifies potential donors by closely
monitoring emergency wards. When they learn of a
death, the coordinators tactfully talk to the grieving
families to get permission to harvest organs and help
save the lives of others.

The number of deceased donors per million people -- a
commonly used benchmark -- has increased in Spain
from 14 in 1989 when the system was put in place to
34.2 last year, the highest rate in the world, according
to the health ministry and the International Registry of
Organ Donation and Transplantation.

By comparison the rate for the entire 27-nation
European Union was 18.2 in 2008 while in the United
States, which pioneered organ transplant surgery, it
stood at 26.3.

Italy and Portugal have followed suit, putting in place
a similar system of transplant coordinators and their
organ donation rates are also on the rise. Several
other European nations, including Britain, are now
considering doing likewise.

The key to the system’s success is the sensitive way
the coordinators approach the bereaved families, said
the director of the National Organisation of
Transplants, Rafael Matesanz.

"You have to break the news of the death well, explain
the details of the procedure well and really listen. And
the family almost always agrees to donate,” he said.

Under Spain's public health system, which is ranked
the seventh best in the world by the World Health
Organisation, organ transplants are carried out
without cost to the patient.

Spain is working in the European Union to boost organ
donations across the bloc. Matesanz sees no reason
why the Spanish system could not be copied with
equal success in other countries.

The health ministry estimates that if the system in
place in Spain was extended to the entire EU, the
number of donors in the bloc could double to 18,000
from just under 9,000 last year. This could save or

improve the lives of at least 20,000 more people.
